	WFP will have a sideline approach, whereby it will complement the efforts of other agencies. A stock of fortified biscuits locally produced with a Swiss grant is available for distribution through the NGOs to meet the initial relief needs and can be drawn at any time from anywhere in the country. Under the ongoing Country Prog. up to 7,000 ton food grain (US$1.5 million) is available for distribution through the NGOs. WFP Representative under the delegated authority, if required, can call upon US$ 200,000 to distribute locally procured emergency relief food through the NGOs. In the case of a major event WFP on the request of the GoB will formulate an Emergency Project in collaboration with the Govt.
