REPORT

“Cyclone Aila collapsed human life and destroyed
the coastal areas of the south-western part of Bangladesh”
On 25 May 2009 Cyclone Aila hit the south-western parts of Bangladesh, killing at least 50 people, washed away several thousand houses as wind-driven tidal surge inundated vast tracts of land. The severely affected cyclone Aila  Districts are  Satkhira, Khulna, Bagerhat, Perojpur, Barisal, Patuakhali, Barguna, Bhola, Chittagong and Coxes Bazar.

Today on 26 May 2009 the staff of Dipte Bangladesh (NGO) visited Dumuria, Khulna, Dacope, Bagerhat, Mongla and Saronkhola. They observed the situation, talked to the affected people, local Govt. officials and administration and reported to us. As per their reports we have given below a picture of devastation that was caused by the cyclone Aila in the district of Bagerhat and Khulna..

Red Crescent has gone in with water purifying tablets and other relief materials. The DC has allocated 10 tones of rice and Tk. 1 lakh for immediate relief in Satkhira.

Need for the effected people and affected area:
1. Immediate need for the affected people:

· Pure drinking water for 15 days
· Food for 5 days
· Medicine/ ORS for 15 days
· Polythene sheet for making shift shelter roofing.
2. Rehabilitation and Development:
· Cash for work for 10 days
· Construction of low cost houses

· Re-construction of damage Katcha (Clay made) roads.
The staff of Dipte Bangladesh moved in Khulna and Bagerhat with some food materials to distribute among the affected people. Dipte Bangladesh has less financial capacity to cover such kind of big number of affected people and thus request financial help from the Donors for survival of the affected people. 
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We request immediate financial assistance for the affected people for the following purposes:


1. Water supply for 20, 000 people for 15 days along with ORS.
2. Distribution of pressed rice and molasses for at least 5000 people for 3 days.
3. Cooked food for 8000 people for 7 days.
4. Distribution of polythene sheet for making shift shelter roofing.
