Event update: 
Entire Bangladesh is experiencing the presence of monsoon wind enriched by water vapor.  South-west wind is entering the atmosphere of Bangladesh rapidly. The symptom on which signal-3 was hoisted is now over. In composition with easterly wind it rained all over Bangladesh. But rivers are advised to hoist signal no-2. Experts are saying that Cyclone Aila has caused advanced monsoon. Day long heavy rain the Aila affected area has made life more vulnerable in the coastal areas of Bhola and Patuakhali. Those affected by Aila and became homeless their suffering knows no bound.  Heavy rain with lightning caused death of 4 people in Bhola. Homeless people of Aila affected area have to stay under open sky in heavy rain. Some of them were building thatched shed houses but heavy rain washed those houses too. 

Restoring Agriculture

Mean while Aila affected people are saving their seeds even at their starving. In Gabura. Dokop, Paikgacha, Shyamnagar and other affected areas farmers are drying their seeds. All they are waiting is for takeout of saline water. 

Rehabilitation from July

According to ministry of Agriculture Aila damaged 2 lakh 18 thousand hector farm land is damaged in 23 Districts. In 11 coastal areas 1 lakh 20 thousand hector crops destroyed. Department of Agriculture has taken agricultural rehabilitation program following Aman season.
